“broken,” nor are they necessarily “horse people.” Rather, they are
individuals in transition who seek to reconnect with themselves
and others through equine-assisted programs emphasizing

empowerment, self-awareness, and acceptance.

THE HORSES WE SERVE

When horses can no longer perform as athletes, compete, or do

the job they were intended to do, they are at risk. The owner

may perceive these horses as a financial burden without value.

Such situations can lead to unpleasant outcomes including
slaughterhouse, abandonment, and neglect. Since horses are
accustomed to stimulation and human companionship, horses that
are deprived of this contact will not thrive. HorseLink has redefined
the scope of horse retirement. We provide a loving home, veterinary
care, and most importantly, enrichment and purpose to these
devoted and intelligent animals for the remainder of their lives.
These horses then become “priceless” to the people they help to

regain connection, trust, and peace in their lives.

EQUINE-ASSISTED PROGRAMS
Equine-Assisted Learning & Therapy programs provide a unique

and powerful experience to help people overcome challenges, heal
and grow emotionally, and improve relationships through trust and

connection.

HORSELINK FOR VETERANS
This program is focused on helping veterans with PTSD and

their families reconnect and readjust after serving. HorseLink for
Veterans provides a safe space for Veterans as they work in nature
alongside other Veterans and explore past trauma and current stress

as they acclimate to home life.

HorsePower is designed for those who have experienced a traumatic
life-event or loss. Participants learn to deal with deeply challenging

states and the accompanying symptoms (such as anxiety, grief,

depression, etc.), reengage with life, and find well-being and peace.
